Charles Town was first laid out in 1 672, and a large

lot at the southeast comer of Broad and Church (sub-

sequently Meeting) streets was reserved for a church.

Upon this lot the first St. Philip's Church was erected

about 1 683. But there were probably interments made

on this lot even before the first church was erected, for

after the earthquake of 1886, while some workmen

were repairing the foundations of the present church,

they discovered a cedar coffin, with the date 1 678 and

the initials J. O. B. studded on the lid with brass tacks.

In 1 7 1 1 a new church was commenced upon the site

occupied by the present St. Philip's, and this church

having been completed and occupied by the year 1 727,

the old church was in this latter year taken down, but

the lot continued to be used as a bmying-ground.

The Act for establishing St. Michael's Parish was

passed June 14, 1 75 1 , and the church was commenced

ii^
1 752, upon the site of the first St. Philip's.
